Following discussion, it was Agreed to increase the precept from £5635 to £6761 which would result in an increase of £3.92 on individual Council Tax bills for the year.  
In order to save costs it was unanimously agreed to remove grass cutting of the verge by the war memorial which it hoped would save an additional £1500 per year.  It was agreed that this move would be more ecological and would not cause problems with visibility etc.

Councillors were reluctant to increase costs on parishioners, however for a number of years the Parish Council has experienced deficits due to cuts in funding.  As inflation is rising
