Declared Items of Interest – None
Presentation: Felicity Pepper of Ashley First Responders gave a presentation on the work of Ashley First Responders, their current situation and need for funds to provide a new vehicle.  It was agreed that a donation of £500 would be given as this organisation provides such a worthy service saving lives across the Parish.  Proposed Cllr Lovatt, Seconded Cllr Mainwaring.
Minutes of Meetings 17 March 2022-  These would be formally accepted at the next face to face meeting.
County/Borough Report – No report had been received.  Cllrs felt disappointed that no communication had been received from Borough or County Councillors.
Matters Arising from the Minutes

Highways – A number of pothole repairs are currently being undertaken in the area.  Some residents in Aston had carried out some pruning of vegetation on the triangle at the top of Minn Bank and had requested a replacement grit bin.  Cllrs R Chatburn and G Chatburn would carry out an audit of the grit bins and it was agreed to look at replacing the most dilapidated as no funds had been spent over the winter period on snow clearance.
HS2 – Councillors expressed concern that a meeting on HS2 traffic planned for 27 April had been arranged however no local plans for road layout had as yet been forthcoming.
Community Issues –, Regular monthly café sessions at Maer Village Hall.  A spring fiar is to be held on 21st May.  To celebrate the Platinum Jubilee there will be a bring and share on Sunday 5th June.  Aston VH tare also celebrating on Sunday with an afternoon tea event between 3-6pm. There will be savoury items provided by the village hall with participants bringing sweet dishes.  The packets of seeds to commemorate the Jubilee have been well received. Particularly in Aston.  Thanks had been extended for the small donation from the Parish Council.  Whitmore & District Active Living Group continues to provide a range of activities, including a walk from Aston.  
BT Openreach – Cllr Ziskin reported that options are being investigated to cover the lack of signal in Maer village.  Cllr Mainwaring has completed the form to introduce superfast broadband to Blackbrook, Moss Lane area.
Elections – Paperwork had all been completed and a ‘no contest’ announced for the Parish Council.  Clerk had spent nearly 3 hours at NBC with the forms and was disappointed that they had rejected ‘Maer & Aston’ Parish Council but required ‘Maer’ Parish Council. It was agreed Clerk to write following the election.
