County/Borough Report –  No reports from County or Borough Councillors available.
Matters Arising from the Minutes

Highways – Following a spell of snow and ice, SCC had been taken by surprise and had not gritted A51\A53 which had resulted in a few accidents.  Temporary traffic lights will be in force in Woore and also A51/A53 junctions at Blackbrook for approximately 1 month,  Clerk had contacted Cllr Northcott over double booking but nothing could be done.  Sink hole in Bates Lane growing and reported to SCC however ‘road closed’ sign was ‘collected’ when the road through Maer village was repaired by Severn Trent.  Clerk had also reported bad potholes in Woodside.    Request for 30mph along Woodside.  Clerk to forward to Cllr Northcott.
HS2 – Cllr G Chatburn reported he a parish liaison group meeting to discuss the Hanchurch design including traffic flow diagrams at the Hanchurch interchange.  The proposal to add extra lanes in three directions but nothing on the Whitmore /Swynerton road was very frustrating and Cllr Chatburn questioned their figures for the modelling.  Cllr Chatburn had contacted Cllr Northcott over this but had had no response.  Cllr Chatburn  to continue to push for answers but also disappointed in low turnout from other parish councils.  Survey work is due to take place from the end of January through February 2023 at the A51/A53 junctions at Blackbrook.
Community Issues –Aston VH holding quiz and fish & chip supper on 17 February.  Bingo event planned for 24 March 2023.  Climate Change Event 27 January at Maer VH arranged by Cllr Julia Ziskin.  All parish councillors intending to attend and help set up from 4pm before 7.15pm start.  No cost involved however donations will be requested for any outstanding costs.  Aston VH holding coronation celebrations on 7th May in form of street party.  Following consultation with neighbours Aston VH looking to hold a Saturday brunch with date to be agreed.
BT Openreach –  No further information.
Climate Change – Cllr Ziskin has arranged a local talk on Friday 27th January 2023 at Maer Village Hall 7.15pm.  Speakers include Ryan Langley from Zero Carbon Rugeley and Keele Energy Park.  Waste Savvy Staffs also attending. All Councillors urged to attend.
Defibrillators – The defibrillator at Aston VH had been originally funded by Aston WI however this group has now disbanded.  The defibrillator was now not working and AED Donate had lent a defibrillator whilst options were investigated.  Request to add the Parish Council as a keeper agreed.  

Setting Precept – Clerk confirmed that paperwork had been completed and sent off to NBC on 13th January 2023 at a level of £6946.

The information had been passed to NBC tree preservation and Clerk to request all copies of communication on the matter.
· 7 Maer Village – Resident had complained about breezeblock shed building in rear garden of this address.  Clerk had discussed with Conservation Officer however it had been deemed part of permitted development rights.
