County/Borough Reports –Clerk had sent message with papers to new County Councillor Helen Arnold but had as yet not received any report.  
Police Matters – Report had stated that no incidents were reported in the Parish area in the past month.
Matters Arising from the Minutes

Highways/Winter Gritting. – No update from the MP’s office following a meeting with the new SCC divisional head and Bellway homes regarding the design issues at the A51/A53 junctions.  Clerk to request update.  Councillors noted the Traffic Regulation Order for the puffin crossing in Baldwins Gate but no further TROs had been forthcoming as yet for the roundabout at Woodside or A51/A53 junctions.  Cllr Walters had reported that one of the stored gritters would be available for the Parish Council at a cost of £500.  Chairman to speak with local farmer to see if this model is suitable for the task.

Community Issues –  AVH  - continuing 1st Tuesdays. Summer festival/party 19 July had been great success. Pop up pub planned for 27th September and Xmas party plans for later in year.  

Maer – Garden Guild garden visit July 21st with their Annual Show on 18th August.  
BT Openreach – Active in Pipegate and slowly approaching our Parish with improved internet. It had been noted that our MP had brought up the lack of signal in rural areas in Parliament  A general alarm test will be attempted on 7th September.  Cllr Ziskin has requested residents in Maer write to MP to complain about poor/non existent signal.
Climate Change/Sustainability – No further information.
Defibrillators – Checked and reported as working and registered on the circuit.  

Clerk/Councillors’ Feedback –  Cllr G Chatburn had collected part of the ‘Aston’ sign which had fallen down.  Clerk to enquire as to cost to repair.
List of Planning Applications received since last Parish Council Meeting:

· 25/00388/LBC – Aston Manor, Aston – Installation of new boiler to accommodate the vented outlet (retrospective).  Cllrs had no objections.
· 25/00446/OUT – Land Adjacent to Vine Cottage, Blackbrook – Outline planning application  (including the detailed matter of means of access) for the erection of 5 no self-build dwellings. Cllrs were disappointed with Whitmore PC’s response and puzzled that they had responded with such a negative view. Concerns expressed on access onto A51, waste collection, sustainable drainage, continued maintenance etc.  Lack of pavement/footpath on busy A51 prevents safe transit to access public transport.
