Minutes of Meeting 19th March 2026  Agreed as a true record - Proposed Cllr G Chatburn  and Seconded Cllr G Walters.
County/Borough Reports – No County or Borough report received yet again.  Cllrs continue to be disappointed that no reports had been received yet again.
Police Matters – No report received.
Matters Arising from the Minutes
Highways/Winter Gritting. –No winter gritting was used this winter season.  Storage of unused grit in Aston has been arranged.
Community Issues –  AVH  - continuing 1st Tuesdays.  Pop up pub/bingo 18th April.  Maer VH regular activities including yoga, knit & natter, Pilates, table tennis.  17 May Spring Fair 1-4pm. St Peter’s Church Hatches, Matches and Dispatches 25th April 1-5pm.
BT Openreach – Full fibre broadband now possible in Minn Bank. Unfortunately a surveyor is needed to check the property is suitable as one resident has had old system removed but was then told FFB was not possible.  Concerns about areas without good mobile signal when electricity not available.  Digital voice engineers suggesting battery back ups  but care call buttons and emergency help will be affected. Concern over elderly/vulnerable and advice on support available sought.
Climate Change/Sustainability – Cllr Ziskin and Clerk working on putting together a resource pack but will be long term project.
Defibrillators – Checked and reported as working and registered on the circuit. A refresher course to be organised in due course. 

Elections – No contest for Parish Council so all members automatically re-elected.   Three candidates for Borough Council vacancy.  Clerk advised that full parish review takes approximately 12 months.  No applicants for Chapel and Hill Chorlton parish council.
Clerk/Councillors’ Feedback – 
a)  Clerk had received complaint regarding litter in Maer Woods.  Agreed to write to Norbury Timber (the owners) and also advise local police.
b) St Margaret’s Chapel, Blackbrook – Apparently workers had been trying to renovate the building when it collapsed.  Planning Department advised and enforcement involved. Property registered Heritage No RLB118.  Planning permission for holiday let in 2016 has lapsed but PC to write to Conservation Officer for further clarification.
c) Cllr Ziskin advised that local resident is interested in planting at War Memorial and Cllrs agreed this would be beneficial.
